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he Promise of Settlement program is designed to help your students understand the multicultural
community that existed in the Pacific Northwest during the time of early American settlement. We are
using culture as a theme to explore history, and to compare the present with the past.

Our exploration of history will focus on culture. We will define culture as those things a group of people
does (behavior), thinks (values, beliefs), and has (material objects). We will also explore language and
stories as a cultural marker, as well as aspects of day-to-day life, specifically as it applies to children.

On-Site Program

Introduction

Students will be met by an “anthropologist” who will introduce (or review) the concept of culture.
They will then be divided into three groups and rotated through the program.

Auditorium: Felicite Lucier Manson
Students will meet “Felicite Manson” a Métis woman whose life crossed many cultures, and who once
lived right where the program is taking place. She will teach them some Chinook Wawa— a simplified
trade language spoken by most people in the Oregon Territory until the late 19th century. Using stories
and real-life examples, she will paint a picture of what life was like for her as a multiracial woman. She
will talk about what children did for fun, help them make a 19th century toy, and lead them in a game.
(What does Métis mean? The Métis are descendants of French Canadian trappers and native peoples.)

Exhibit Area: Cultural Explorations

At this station, student will examine and use artifacts to explore how the cultures of the Kalapuya,
French-Canadian trappers and early American settlers intersected to create a new community at
Champoeg.

Barn: From the Stalk to the Mill

In Champoeg’s 1860s wheat threshing barn, students will explore the wheat economy that flourished in
French Prairie in the mid 19th century. They will follow the process from stalk to flour in this hands-
on demonstration, and learn the important role children filled on early farmstead life.
